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had never had a chance to use the code until that moment
in the restaurant. When Whit sat down across from Wendy
and said, “I'm going to hold up a playing card, Wendy, and
it's going to be one of two colors, either red or black,” he
tapped her foot (underneath the table) once when he said
the word “red” and twice when he said “black.”

Just to make sure she understood him, he repeated the
secret signals by saying, “What I want you to do is use your
psychic powers and tell me what color the card is, red (tap)
or black (tap-tap), you got it?” When she nodded yes, he
knew that she understood the code and was willing to play
along. Her family assumed that when he asked her whether
she “got it,” he was referring to his verbal instructions.

How did he communicate the five of hearts to her?
Simple. He tapped her foot five times to let her know it
was a five. When he asked her whether the card was a
heart, spade, club or diamond, he let her know the suit by
tapping her foot as he said the word “heart.”

The real magic of this story is the effect it had on
Wendy. Not only did it give her a chance to shine for a few
moments and feel special in front of her family, but it
made her a star at home, as her family told all their friends
about the amazing “psychic” experience.

A few months after this event took place, Whit received
a package from Wendy. It contained a deck of Braille play-
ing cards, along with a letter. In the letter, she thanked
him for making her feel so special, and for helping her
“see” for just a few moments. She said that she still hadn’t
told her family how she did the trick, even though they
kept asking her. She concluded by saying that she wanted
him to have the deck of Braille cards so he could come up
with more tricks for blind people.
